| am sure you have heard of the deadly disease méss The terrible truth is
that 450 children die each day from this disease 0¥ may not know that a
devastating complication from this disease is blingess. This is just another
reason that as Lions we join the fight to stop thislisease to save lives and
prevent childhood blindness.

Last year we joined the Measles Initiative, a collaorative effort of several
leading organizations to eliminate measles. In lessan 10 years, this Au-
gust, the 1 billionth child was vaccinated througtthis initiative. While mea-
sles has been reduced by 78 percent since 2001, Werld Health Organiza-
tion estimates that decreasing support could resulh 500,000 more deaths
each year if the present progress rolls back to pr2000 levels.

Our pilot year was a great success! Lions and ourgstners vaccinated 41
million children in four countries. Now we must ex@nd these efforts to
reach even more children in more countries. In a swey of Lions members,
90 percent expressed the desire to continue thisgaram.

This is now possible thanks to a commitment by oupartner, the Gates
Foundation. The Gates Foundation is awarding us US$million for the pro-
gram this year, the largest single donation in ouhistory. The Gates Foun-
dation will do this by matching every US$2 that weaise with US$1. We
have set a combined goal of providing U$15 milliotoward this initiative.
